
CITATION TO LOUISIANA SOURCES

In place of the form set out in the ALWD Citation Manual, Appendix 1, on citation to
Louisiana’s Statutory Compilation, you should adhere to the following forms:

La. Civ. Code Ann. art. x (West year) La. Rev. Stat. Ann. § x:xxx (West year)

La. Code Civ. Proc. Ann. art. x (West year) La. Code Crim. Proc. Ann. art. x (West year)

La. Code Evid. Ann. art. x (West year) La. Code Juv. Proc. Ann. art. x (West year)

Exs.:  La. Civ. Code Ann. art. 2315 (West 1995) La. Rev. Stat. Ann. § 9:301 (West 1995)

Case citations should conform to the forms set out in Appendix 2 of the ALWD Citation Manual,
with the following exception.  Because the documents you are preparing for this class are
interoffice memoranda, which are not meant to be filed with a court, you may omit the public
domain citation and cite only to the West Southern Reporter as follows:
 
Smith v. Jones, 650 So.2d 500 (La. 1994 ), or Smith v. Jones, 650 So .2d 500  (La. App . 4th Cir. 1994 ).  

Note that ALWD uses “S.” and “S.2d” to refer to the Southern Reporter in Appendix 1.  This
form has not yet been widely accepted in Louisiana, thus we recommend that you use the forms
above and in Appendix 2 when working in Louisiana or citing cases to a Louisiana court. 
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
